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VOLUNTEER INCOME TAX ASSISTANCE OFFERS FREE TAX HELP

On Tuesday, February 5, 2008, the Paradise South Weed and Seed/Housing Authority Volunteer
Income Tax Assistance (VITA) Center will begin offering free tax preparation assistance for families
with household incomes of less than $40,000.

Help with basic income tax returns will be offered by trained and certified community Volunteer Tax
Assistants at the Housing Authority of Stanislaus’ Westview Gardens Community Center located at
1701 Robertson Road in Modesto. The Center will be open one evening per week from February
through April.

VITA volunteers assist taxpayers with preparing federal and state income tax returns and claiming
any special credits and deductions taxpayers are eligible for, especially the Earned Income Tax
Credit. Tax returns can be filed electronically which will shorten the time it takes for VITA Center
clients to receive refunds.

Last year, Weed & Seed/Housing Authority VITA volunteers completed tax returns for 114 clients
who received more than $140,000 in tax refunds.
